While he was practicing
his typing skills, he said, “Forget it, I'm
no good at this,” and walked away from
the computer.

1 told Mark that mistakes are part of leaming. | admitted that when 1 was his age,
1 wanted to quit the violin because [ couldn® get the notes right on my favorite
piece. Luckily, the school music teacher encouraged me to continue, and Mark
knows that | enjoy playing the violin to this day.

To show Mark his mistakes were “stepping-stones,” | drew circles across a sheet
of paper. Each time he made a mistake while typing, | suggested he cross out a
stepping-stone and start the sentence again. 1 knew that if he kept trying, he'd type
an error-free sentence before he got to the last stone—and [ was right.

MNow Mark has a way to track his progress with typing and other things that
require persistence. W
